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The Janet Roaming Service (JRS) – wireless networking 
at St George’s, University of London 
 

Instructions for new users 
 
JRS provides secure access to the SGUL network resources and the Internet - using either: 

• a wireless-enabled device eg Laptop, Apple Notebook, PDA on campus 

• a computer with Internet access eg at home, using the VPN service (Virtual Private 
Network) 

 

Who can use it? 
JRS is available to all staff & students of the University and Faculty who are registered for 
computing facilities (ie you have a personal SGUL username/password & email address). It is also 
available to visitors from participating JRS / eduroam organisations. 
 

Please note it is not available to NHS staff due to licensing reasons.

Before you begin 
You will need a wireless enabled device (eg Laptop, Apple Notebook, PDA). If you have a portable 
without a wireless adapter - you can purchase or borrow an adaptor from Computing Services, no 
charge to borrow.  
 

Minimum operating system requirements: 
• Windows XP Service Pack 2 (to check right-click on My Computer, select Properties) 

or 

• Mac OSX 10.3 – for Apple computers 
 

• The latest patches and updates installed for your operating system 

• Up to date antivirus software 
 
 
IMPORTANT – Users with new Intel Centrino-based laptops 
There is currently an incompatibility with the wireless chipsets found in new Intel Centrino-based 
laptops (eg. Intel 3945ABG Wireless adapter) connecting to the JRS Eduroam service which will 
hopefully be resolved in a future driver update from Intel. Symptoms are failure to authenticate, 
dropped connections and slow response times when browsing the internet. If you are experiencing 
these problems, we recommend you use the legacy Nomadic wireless service which will remain in 
place until these issues are resolved.

Register

• Complete the registration for JRS - you will be sent an email to your SGUL email address 
which confirms your registration and includes some information you will need for setting up 
your wireless connection. It's a good idea to print out this email.
